(News music fades in)

Narrator: This is Healthcare News with your host Lauren Riley.

Lauren: Welcome back to healthcare news and thank you for joining us. I’m your host,  Lauren Riley. Tonight's story comes from Rocky Mountain health center where technology was compromised and taken for Ransom by a group of international cyber criminals. Thousands of patient charts, personal files and terabytes of sensitive information were stolen when using their computers to charge because a message has been displayed on every screen in the hospital. You have been hacked. The software has been compromised by data con. Within minutes, Hospital Administration has been notified of the breach and scrambled to find a solution. Sounds of phone calls and staff murmurs flooded the halls throughout the hospital as communications began between Administration and the hackers. Lauren: Thanks so much for joining us Michaela. We’ve changed the pitch of your voice to protect your identity.
Michaela: Thanks for having me Lauren, I’m happy to share my story. 
Lauren: tell me about the day the hack happened
Michaela: I was starting my shift when I came onto the unit and everybody was in chaos. Phones were ringing off the hook. Directors panicking while looking at their phones, and uh that’s when I noticed all of the screens on the computers looked weird. One of my coworkers told me the whole hospital had been hacked.
